Lent Has Begun”

February 17th was Ash Wednesday and marked the beginning of the sea-
son of Lent. Lent is the forty days before Easter, not counting Sundays.
The number forty comes from its frequent use in scripture as the duration
of significant events. One that is particularly relevant to this season is the
time Jesus spent in the wilderness being tempted by the devil before he
began his ministry. It was a time of fasting and testing of his spiritual
strength before he launched his ministry.

Early in the church’s history Lent came to be identified with the suffering of Jesus and was frequently
used as a period of fasting and self-denial. Our fasting and self-denial should help us identify with the suf-
fering that Jesus did on our behalf and that countless other Christians have done over the years in order to
remain faithful in the midst of persecution and trials. The time we would have spent eating or participat-
ing in whatever activity from which we are fasting is to be used as extra time we spend in prayer or reading
of the scriptures in order to intentionally draw closer to the Lord in this season.

In addition, the early church used this season as a time of training for new members who would be
baptized (if not previously baptized) and received into the membership of the church on Easter. Lent was a
season of repentance and reordering our lives in order to become more pleasing in God’s sight. So, each of
these activities built toward Easter adding to the excitement and celebration of that day. Just as Easter was
a day to celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus and an end to the suffering, fasting and self-denial, it was also a
day to celebrate a renewed life in Christ.

Each of the Sundays during Lent was considered momentary reprieves from this season of suffering
and self-denial. Every Sunday is a day when the resurrection is celebrated and as such it is a feast day, a
day of celebration. Hence, fasting and self-denial were inappropriate on Sundays and therefore Sundays
were not counted as part of the 40 days in the season of Lent.
